MILESTONES IN QUR STORY

June 1979 Thirty people, mostly members of a dving traditional Church of Christ in
Lexington, Massachusetts, made a commitment to devote their lives to restoring
the Christianity of the Bible. Later known as the Boston Church of Christ, this
congregation was the seed from which “the Boston Movement” — now the
International Churches of Christ — has grown,

October 1981 Introduced the “key™ or “pillar™ church plan for evangelizing the world by
“planting” churches in kev metropolitan areas around the globe.

June 1982 First new U.S. church planted in Chicago, Illinois.

July 1982 First non-U.S. church planted in London, England,

August 1982 First annual Boston World Missions Seminar.

June 1986 First African church planted in Johannesburg, South Africa. (This church was

multiracial from its inception.)

August 1986 First non-English speaking churches planted in Paris, France and, later,
Stockholm, Sweden (October 1986).

January 1987 First Asian church planted in Bombay, India, followed by Hong Kong (January
1988) and Tokyo, Japan (May 1989).

August 1987 The benevolent arm of the chureh, later named HOPE, was founded. HOPE is
an acronym for “Helping Other People Everywhere.” (A list of HOPE projects is
attached.)

October 1987 First Latin American church planted in Mexico City, Mexico.

June 1991 Lautoka, Fiji, became our first filth-gencration church. (Boston planted

Iondon; London planted Svdney; Sydney planted Auckland; Auckland planted Fiji.)

July 1991 Planting of Moscow church (now the largest church of any affiliation in Russia).

August 1992 First World Missions Ieadership Conference held in Boston, Massachusctts.
