Honesty was a way of life
with him; he was fair not only with us but
with everyone. He would never think of
cheating someone. He believed in being a
good citizen and obeying the laws. Once he acci-
dentally ran a stop sign and was ashamed when |
found out because he wanted to be a good example
for me. He taught me that Jesus was the greatest
person to ever live. | am a very fortunate son.

Second, we are not only to care what
our parents think about us, but we also
need to be the men and women who will
make them proud of us. As disciples of
Jesus, we work to become more like him.
With that growth comes the changes in our
character, our habits and our lives that
make our parents glad.

Finally, the greatest joy to your par-
ents, you and God is for your whole family
to unite in Christ! That is the dream of
every disciple. On the following pages you
will read of dreams coming true, of fami-
lies being united in Christ.
