several remarkable things. A more accurate

title for this issue of LA Story would be
Phenomena, because these pages describe many
remarkable things that God accomplished in his
Kingdom during 1996. This is a “keeper” issue, one
that you will want to show to your friends, your
work associates and your family. It
glorifies God— certainly no man or
group could accomplish so much
in just 12 months.

Space only permits us to
include a few of the most outstanding
highlights of 1996 in this editorial.
But, | want to point out some
phenomenal events God has done
among us.

Three years ago in 1994, the
Kingdom made a commitment to
start, by the end of the year 2000 AD,
a church in every one of the 166
nations that have a city of at least
100,000 population. At that time
disciples lived in only 49 of those
nations and in five additional smaller
countries. Today churches exist in a
total of 114 nations! During these three years, Sunday
attendance worldwide has increased from 77,000 to
more than 137,000 —a compounded annual growth
rate of more than 21 percent. Last year alone 45 new
churches were planted. Pray for the 57 remaining
nations that must be reached in the next three years.

The Moscow Church celebrated its fifth
anniversary. In just five years that little team of 17
disciples (only one spoke fluent Russian!) has

multiplied to more than 7,000 disciples meeting
in 19 different cities spread out over 11 time
zones across the old USSR,

The first eldership in a third-world country was
established when Elders were appointed in New
Delhi, India. The maturing of families in the Lord
so that elders can be appointed is a very encouraging
sign of the healthy growth of the movement.

Syria became the 100th nation to have a church
of disciples. Churches now exist in all the nations
mentioned specifically in the Bible. During 1996
disciples began meeting in Greece, Turkey, Syria,
Iraq and Israel.
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them with more than daily baptisms in this country
which the Wall Street Journal labeled as “the Mt.
Everest of mission work.”

The Los Angeles Church, the largest church
among the International Churches of Christ and the
fastest growing church of any kind in North America,
has a regular Sunday attendance of nearly 11,000.

The church in Sao Paulo, Brazil held an outdoor
concert in association with a HOPE worldwide
blood drive and had a kingdom record-breaking
attendance of 32,000.

HOPE worldwide continues to do incredible
things to help the poor and needy around the world.

More than 1,000,000 children
across the United States were
contacted in “HOPE for a Million
Kids” immunization project.
King Sihanouk Hospital, center
of HOPE, opened in Phnom
Penh, Cambodia. While hundreds
are receiving free medical care,
four doctors and two nurses have
